The past May 6 was the date of foundation of the European Aerospace Cluster Partnership

(EACP). PEMAS, following its policy of expansion and visibility, has signed a Letter of =
Intent with the other 24 founding members, to be part of an important forum for the EAG
promotion and definition of the European Aerospace Industry. =

The EACP is under the CLUNET a draft PRO INNO EUROPE,
which encourages the sharing of experiences and supports the
implementation of pilot projects related to innovation and
development of new policies, with the collaboration of sectoral
clusters. This partnership aims at the development and
implementation of measures to develop the existing European
Aerospace Clusters to Clusters of global reference. Although limited
to the aerospace industry, the partnership project can serve as
benchmarks for projects in other sectors.

It took place on April 14, in the Grand Hall of the Ministry of Economy and Innovation, the Signing Ceremony of the
Consortium Agreement of the Portuguese Aerospace Industry Consortium (PAIC)

The project PAIC IMPERIO UAS is the result of a

Lockheed Martin's military offset obligation from the

upgrade of the P-3C Orion aircraft of the Portuguese Air

Force. This project aims to establish a solid base

between Lockheed Martin MS and the Portuguese

Industry to develop, produce and deliver an unmanned aerial system for civil use for the world market.

The PAIC is formed by PEMAS, as the consortium leader, and by the companies Active Space Technologies, Centi,
Critical Software, Iberomoldes Group, INEGI, EDISOFT, Empordef TI, PIEP, Spinworks, Skysoft and Tekever

The event counted with the assistance of Ambassador Pedro Catarino, Chairman of the CPC, José Rui Marcelino,
Chairman of the Board of Directors of PEMAS, Raul Lopez, representative of Lockheed-Martin and Prof. Gustavo Dias,
President of the Installation Committee of the Consortium. Also, attending the event were various media entities and
representatives of the consortium members.

With its contract with PEMAS active since December 2008, Lockheed took the opportunity to express their satisfaction
and expectations regarding the project at the event.

For the success of whole process was of paramount importance the close collaboration between the companies and
