PEMAS Board of Directors
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After its successful experience in Le Bourget 2009, PEMAS is proud to
announce its contribution to the first large scale participation of
Portuguese aerospace companies in a common initiative. The
“Portuguese Aeronautics” stand in Hall 4 E3 is organized by AICEP,
Portuguese export agency. PEMAS will be present with more than 15
associated companies, projects and representatives. The Portuguese

presence is expected to be the first of its kind in similar events, with more than 40 companies, in a clear demonstration of
the national capabilities in this area. The initiative is also the result of the joint efforts between Portuguese Aeronautics,
Space and Defence Associations, the main Portuguese integrators, several SMEs, and the Portuguese Government.
PEMAS believes this was a decisive step towards the creation of a Portuguese Aerospace Cluster.

;- UAV Seminar — “What strategies for the users of the national technological and Industrial base?
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Last December, AIP, AFCEA, EURODEFENSE-PORTUGAL,
EMPORDEF GROUP, DANOTEC and PEMAS organized the seminar
“UAV's - “What strategies for the users of the national technological
and Industrial base?”. The summit was created with the main intent of
promoting debate and foster awareness on unmanned aerial vehicles
development and usage in Portugal in a holistic perspective of the civil
and military “actors” of the national procurement system.

The seminar had the presence of relevant persons in the national
decision chain in both civil and military areas, with several international
organizations representatives such as NATO and EDA.

In the outcome of several initiatives related to the national UAS market development and after the UAS Seminar of last
December, the event organisation group created a broader and more inclusive discussion platform on the UAS subject.
Hence, the founding of GRESANT was a natural step on the evolution of the needed discussions and creation of
awareness on this matter. The importance of the subject and the broadness of technologies involved considering its
role on a “DUAL USE approach” make the UAS market unquestionable for both military and civilian activities. AIP,
DANOTEC, EURODEFENSE, EMA (representing Ministry of Interior vision on aerial operations), INAC (Portuguese
Civil Aviation Authority), INESC (Research Institute) and PEMAS were the founding members of this informal group that
aims to disseminate and homogenize the national vision and strategies in what UAS development and use in
Portuguese soil are concern.

PEMAS held the Il PEMAS FORUM, last year created, the open communication platform intended to PEMAS members
to share ideas, search project partners and overall development of the network relationships. PEMAS advocates that
growth and evolution arises from the developments of relationships created by people or entities with common goals.

:: Workshop and business meeting in Sevilla — AICEP/CGD and Airbus EADS/Fundacion Hélice

Past May, PEMAS was invited to be the spokesperson of the general overview
of the Portuguese aerospace sector in an important joint initiative of AICEP and
CGD from the portuguese side and Fundacion Hélice and Airbus-EADS from
the Spanish one.
